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All Conventions Have New Sites Since May 4


	
	 
	
Some people have received mailings and phone calls with incorrect information about the Senatorial District Convention locations. ALL FIVE District Conventions in Dallas County have had to move to new and larger locations because of the huge number of delegates elected by the caucuses May 4. The places listed in the Precinct Convention packets that night are ALL wrong now. The new, REAL locations are listed on the Dallas County Democratic Party web site at this page.

Please check our official page, and ignore any other mailings or calls telling you to go to the old one. As far as we can tell the bad information being put out is just an honest mistake by individual precinct captains whose intentions are good, but who just failed to verify whether the locations had changed. There's no plot here -- just a whole lot of people who haven't all gotten the word yet about the new convention sites. You can help by telling them to check with the party or our web site, and asking them to correct any wrong information they have put out. 
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State Delegates MUST Be Chosen At The District Conventions


	
	 
	
At least one precinct has tried to have a meeting of their delegates to the District Convention early to choose their delegate to the State Convention. THIS IS AGAINST THE RULES. Delegates to the State Convention must be and can only be elected by the delegates from the precinct actually at the District Convention, in a caucus for that purpose after the District Convention Chair has announced that order of business. 

Any delegates chosen before that, including any meeting before the District Convention begins, are invalid. They can (and in the polarized political atmosphere of today they almost certainly would be) challenged as being elected illegally, and denied seats as delegates at the State Convention. If you want your delegates to have a vote in Austin, then play fair, follow the rules, and wait until the District Convention Chair tells you to have that caucus.
